Sally announced the sad news that founding Chancellor Herb York passed 
away today, May 19. A memorial service will be forthcoming. 
Finance Report: Despite the national Economic downturn, the Club remains in a strong position and expects to be able to support 
current programs.  
House Committee: The Club is embracing the sustainability goals of the University and is increasing its efforts toward saving water 
through landscaping renovations, utilization of xeriscape techniques and, as in the case of the patio outside the Pavilion, alternative 
means to improve the ambiance and environment. Tom and Club staff were thanked for their good stewardship of the facilities.  
Membership:The Membership committee met over the year to assess membership status and met very recently to articulate goals for 
2009-10. Three areas were identified; the Membership brochure, a membership drive and a membership survey. These initiatives will 
be undertaken and completed within the next few months.  
Program Committee: During 2009-10, the committee will be looking to collaborate with other campus units to commemorate UCSD’s 
upcoming 50th anniversary.  Events already in place for the upcoming months include a trip to the San Diego Symphony Pops concert 
with jazz artist John Pizzarelli on July 19, the Hawaiian Luau on August 21 and a “Benjamin Franklin Dinner” Sept. 23 with Alan   
Houston. An Italian wine dinner, Oct. 9, will celebrate the 10th anniversary of “The Sopranos.” Lastly, Fall Quarter events include the 
Thanksgiving Buffet on Nov. 26 and the Members’ Holiday Party on Dec. 9. Additional programs under discussion for 2009-10 include 
a Vivaldi dinner, a Julia Child dinner and a science fiction/Star Trek dinner. Also, book signings and other wine and authors dinners will 
continue. 
Managers Report: Last Fall the Club had experienced a slow down in business which had lasted till February. Each month since the 
Club business has been strong both in the luncheon business and the catering business.
