Oceanids - Sounding Board—Thursday, December 1st 

Paul Negulescu, Ph.D. 

“Discovery and Development of Precision Medicines for the 

Treatment of Cystic Fibrosis”  
 
Dr. Negulescu is Senior Vice President of Research and Site Head for Vertex  
Pharmaceuticals in San Diego. Paul joined Vertex by way of Vertex’s acquisition of 
Aurora Biosciences in 2001.  Vertex San Diego is a research facility that employs  
approximately 220 staff. Among other projects, the group has been engaged in drug 
discovery for cystic fibrosis (CF) since 1998, focused on treating the underlying cause 
of CF.  This research has produced two approved medicines, Kalydeco (ivacaftor) and 
Orkambi (ivacaftor/lumacaftor) to treat specific forms of CF.  Much of the research 
was carried out in collaboration with the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation and both  
medicines are recognized as successful examples of precision medicine.  
 
Paul’s research background is in cell biology and biophysics and with particular expertise in ion channel  
biology and human cell models of disease.  Paul received both his B.S. and Ph.D. in Physiology from the  
University of California at Berkeley carried out post-doctoral work at U.C. Berkeley and U.C. Irvine in the are-
as of biophysics and immunology. Prior to joining Vertex, Paul was Senior Vice President of Discovery Biology 
at Aurora Biosciences Corporation.
